No building shall e erected, placed or altered on any lot, until the construction plans and
specifications and a plan howing the location of the stl1lcture have been approved by the Architectural
Control Committee as to t e quality of workmanship and materials, harmony of exterior design with
existing structures, and as to location with respect to topography and finish grade elevation. The
topography or grade on lot shall not be altered so drainage water will or could run on to any other
lot.

2.3 Dwelling size:

Each dwelling, eX~Uding basement and garage shaH have a minimum of 1400 square feet of

floor area. A multiple sto dweUing shall have a minimum of 1000 square feet on the ground floor.
